1. Define the following vocabulary in your own words:  ecotone, fragmentation, attrition, perforation, shrinkage, dissection (with respect to habitats), biome, climax community. 

2. Describe the main features of the biomes we discussed in class (grasslands, tundra, taiga, temperate forest, littoral zone, neritic zone, pelagic zone, benthic zone, freshwater ecosystems, estuaries), and give examples of the organisms who live in each.

3. Explain what succession is, and also explain the difference between primary succession and secondary succession.

4. What characteristics make an organism particularly susceptible to extinction?  Give several examples.
5. What sorts of things must an animal have in its habitat?  Select an example organism, and list at least five different things.

6. Give five different examples of threat to habitat.  Explain what the problems are, and what is being done about it.

7. Explain what urban sprawl is, and why it is a problem.

8. Explain the difference between mitigation and restoration.

9. What does GPS stand for, and how does it work?  How is it useful to a wildlife manager?  Give several examples.

10. What does GIS stand for, and how do they work?  How is it useful to wildlife managers?  Give several examples.

11. When using a GIS, what is the difference between accuracy and detail?

12. List the three types of telemetry & tell how they work.  Give examples of when or why a scientist might use each type.

13. What is triangulation, and how is it done?

14. Describe the different approaches to educating people about wildlife taken by the four people we observed (Jane Goodall, Timothy Treadwell, David Attenborough, Steve Irwin).  What is the debate about these different approaches?  Why is wildlife education necessary?

15. What is “staging” in a documentary?  Give an example of when it has been used inappropriately.

16. Describe three of the careers that were reported on in class.
